1. Students should contact the Computer Science Department (B237 of the Parkview Engineering Building: 269/276-3101) to obtain an application form for the exam and information regarding payment procedures.

2. Students will be allowed one chance to pass this examination. It may not be retaken.  Students registered in CS 1000 at the time of taking the exam or students who have previously attempted CS1000 and received a failing grade may not take this examination.

3. Passing this examination will satisfy the WMU computer literacy requirement. Three hours of credit will be awarded for passing the CS 1050 exam, but the credits do not satisfy General Education Area VII requirements.

4. Students should bring number 2 pencils and an eraser for the examination. Other materials (CDs and paper) will be provided.

5. This examination will be limited to the first twenty (20) students who register for the exam and return the stamped PAID application form to the Department of Computer Science.

6. Students must bring a valid WMU picture ID to the exam. Also, be sure your WMU Unified student email account is active for use when you come to take the exam.

7. Examinees will be asked to sign a form agreeing to accept the results of the exam, regardless of whether they have or have not studied the above, suggested text materials.
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
